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PLANNING:

An application has recently been received to put three mobile phone antennae on top of the Clifton Down Shopping Centre, on Whiteladies Road. An application has also been made to install an ATM (cash machine) at 1-3 St. John's Court, and the Dog and Duck, 44 WLR, has applied to make internal alterations.  The proposal to demolish and rebuild an extension and garage at the rear of 96 Whiteladies Road has been granted. A double sided, non-illuminated projecting sign has been proposed for an advertisement at 76-78 WLR.

At 18 Vyvyan Terrace, an application has been made to convert the basement and hall floor flats to form a single dwelling. The Westbourne Hotel, St. Paul's Road, has proposed to construct a new external access to its basement. The extension to the basement flat at 16 Duchess Road has been granted. The conversion of a shop at 63 Worrall Road to a self contained flat has also been granted. The demolition of the roof at 5 Thorndale Mews to make way for second floor rooms has been withdrawn. The application to create a self-contained flat in the basement of 5 Chantry Road has been refused. 

The recent closure of Amberley House School  at 42 Apsley Road has prompted an application to change use of the building to allow the construction of five self-contained flats. 

Zeebar, at 96 Whiteladies Road has made a licensing application to remove several of the restrictions on its business. In particular, there is currently a designated restaurant area, where alcohol can only be bought with a meal. Zeebar would like this restriction to be removed, so that alcohol could be sold freely throughout the premises. A flyer and letter campaign by the Association to canvass opinion on the application yielded a limited response from nearby residents. In the light of this response, we have decided not to continue our opposition.
